
SIXTH GRADE SUPPLY LIST 2007-2008 
 
Sixth graders are asked to purchase three* binders for the 2007-2008 school year.  Binder #1 will contain 
necessary materials for math and science only, Binder #2 will contain materials for English, World Cultures 
and Latin, and Binder #3 will contain materials for all G block classes.  Please bring all supplies to the first 
day of classes.  During the first week of school, each teacher will assist students with how to organize the 
binder (ie: how to label the dividers, etc). 
 
*Four binders needed if student is enrolled in dance 

 
Binder #1:  Math and Science 

• 2” binder for math and science only 
• Three hole punched loose leaf college ruled paper 
• One pack of dividers  

 

Binder #2:  English, World Cultures, and Latin 
• 3” binder for English, World Cultures and Latin only 
• Three hole punched loose leaf college ruled paper 
• Two packs of dividers (one for World Cultures, one for Latin) 
• Spiral notebook to be used just for English 

 
Binder #3:  G block Enrichment classes 

• 2” binder for all G block classes 
• Three hole punched loose leaf college ruled paper 
• One pack of dividers  

 

Supply Bag OR Box 
Students may have a separate supply bag or box for each binder, or just have one supply bag or box that they 
bring to every class.  Whichever method they choose, they are responsible for bringing these supplies to each 
class every day. 

• Calculator (a simple calculator is just fine) 
• Scissors 
• Rubber eraser 
• Protractor with inch markings 
• Colored pencils 

• Black OR Blue erasable pens 
• Red erasable pens 
• Pencils 
• Yellow highlighters 
• Black Sharpie pen
