Learning Center Goals:

identify learning differences at
an early age

recommend and provide early intervention
strategies

help students better understand their learning
challenges and strengths

develop and provide teaching strategies
consistent with school standards to support
students with learning differences/disabilities

coordinate all educational therapy sessions

coordinate on campus tutoring with
St. Margaret’s teachers

nurture a partnership between home and
school where open communication and
thoughtful planning is focused on the individual
needs of the student

provide workshops for teachers and parents on
learning differences

maintain database of students in all divisions
receiving learning support

SST: Student Study Team

A meeting with teacher(s), parents, principal,
and Learning Center psychologists and others
personally and professionally involved with the
student. The goal of the SST process is to
identify strengths, address concerns, and as a
collaborative team, develop an action plan to
meet the specific student’s needs.

FLI: First Level Intervention for Lower School
Students.

FLI will serve small groups of students who
need remediation in a particular area, need to
fill gaps in the curriculum, or for whom English
is not their first language. Remediation needs
may be based on scores on the DRA or other
reading assessments, math assessments, and
teacher referral.

SLI: Second Level Intervention

Subsequent to an assessment by
neuropsychologists, education therapists will
work one on one with students.
Neuropsychologists analyze cognitive behaviors
and processes. They are different than clinical
psychologists who analyze social and emotional
behaviors.

ILP: Individual Learning Plan

A written plan that identifies student strengths,
areas that need improvement and establishes
benchmarks and goals for the student in the
learning center and in the classroom.

Homework Support: Will be offered after school
in small groups with a teacher who will assist
students with their assignments. This is
different than after school care where students
complete their homework independently.

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The Process

The Learning Center is part of a team
at St. Margaret's that provides
academic support to those students
who struggle to meet academic and/or
behavioral expectations.

When a teacher or parent is concerned
about a student’s academic
performance (i.e. reading, writing, or
math) or behavior, the initial step
involves filling out a referral form
describing the specific concerns, along
with  work samples and teacher
assessments. This form is then
submitted to the principal. Once the
appropriate information has been
gathered, a Student Study Team (SST)
meeting will be scheduled. The Student
Study Team will recommend various
interventions for students. For Lower
School students the first level of
intervention (FLI) will serve small
groups of students who need
remediation in a particular area or need
to fill in gaps in the curriculum.
Remediation needs will be based on
reading and mathematics screening
assessments and teacher referral. This
service is provided by St. Margaret’s at
no cost to families. A second level of
intervention (SLI) may also be
recommended for students in the Lower
School, Middle School or Upper School.

At the second level
Neuropsychologists will analyze
assessment data and student
behaviors and provide one on
one educational therapy.
Throughout the process, learning
center psychologists and staff will
collaborate with the classroom
teacher to ensure that the
strategies taught in the learning
center are being employed in the
classroom. Continuous
communication among the
learning center, the classroom
teacher, and the parents will take
place as the Student Study Team
will reconvene throughout the
year to reassess and reevaluate
student performance. A fee will
be charged for SLI services but
these services are optional as
parents may choose to use an
outside evaluator or educational
therapist.
