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	Frequently Asked Questions


What is the Battle of the Books?  

The Battle of the Books (BOB) program is at its core a reading incentive program.  The program encourages reading and book discussion. Club members will be required to read books and attend lunch meetings to discuss books and play games based on the books.   The yearly program culminates with a competition between Orange County Independent schools in the Spring. 
When/where is the competition?
The BOB competition will be an all school-day event on Tuesday, April 1st at St. John’s Lutheran School in Orange.  

How does my child join the BOB Club?

Students interested in being in the BOB club need only to show up at club meetings on Tuesday’s at lunch in Miss O’Leary’s room, and keep up with their reading and “logging” of books. 
What happens at club meetings?

During meetings students will have the opportunity to discuss BOB books and participate in activities that center around the books. Club meetings are designed to be fun and interactive while sparking enthusiasm for reading and preparing club members for BOB competition.  

Who picked the BOB books?

Librarians from competing schools collaboratively choose the titles.  

Will all club members compete?

Unfortunately no.  We are allowed to take two teams of six students each to competition.  Any club member can try-out for the team.  Team members will be chosen based on 1) quality and quantity of reading logs completed, 2) attendance at club meetings, and 3) a SMES mock-BOB competition to be held in early February.  

Who’s in charge? 

Darla Magana (SMES Library Director) and Colleen O’Leary (3rd grade teacher) are co-advisors of the BOB club. 

How can I help?

· Encourage your student to read BOB books.  

· Read BOB books yourself and submit BOB questions to Colleen O’Leary or Darla Magana.  We will use the questions for “practice” and submit questions to be used for the competition.  
· Offer to lead a BOB book discussion group at lunch.  During some club meetings we will break into groups to discuss the books and we need group leaders.  We will supply you with discussion questions.
